Dear friend,

I write to share with you that I’m resigning in December and returning to New York to join the
staff of the Queens Museum of Art where I will take on the position of Director of Education.
I’'m really sad to be leaving New Urban Arts but excited that it’s in the hands of a passionate

and engaged board of directors and a talented staff.

In 2003, I received a Sandra Olson Award for “‘extraordinary commitment to New Urban Arts.”
To this day, it’s the only personal recognition I hang on my wall. There’s a quote on it by

Deborah Meier, who developed a network of small community public high schools:

Democracy demands that we acknowledge everyone’s inalienable capacity to he an
inventor, dreamer, and theorist—to count in the larger scheme of things.

I read this every morning getting ready for work.

It reminds me why a sometimes messy, sometimes loud, but always loving storefront art studio
for low-income teenagers truly matters in the “grand scheme of things.”

You’ll see in this newsletter evidence of our belief in everyone’s capacity to be inventors,
dreamers, and theorists, regardless of their background.

Thank you for supporting this important work. I am so grateful for all I’ve had a chance to
learn and do at New Urban Arts and am excited to continue to watch this community grow and

evolve as a friend, donor and advocate.

After three years as a student at New Urban Arts, Kwajo went
to Rhode Island College where he studied graphic communica-
tion. After starting 1 Stop Media, a web design company in
Boston, Kwajo made the jump to the west coast, where he is
now a User Interface Engineer for Apple. Last year he made
his first gift to the New Urban Arts annual campaign and
shared with us why personal giving is important to him.
